Pentagon Channel. The parade is a moving 

time line of American military history, 

honoring the fallen from the American 

Revolution to the current generation serving 

in Afghanistan. 

 

The parade is also able to help spotlight the stories of a great many charitable organizations 

that serve our military and their families who participate in the parade, among them the USO, 

TAPS, Wounded Warrior Project, Military Order of the Purple Heart, Lions Club, and many 

others. It is a unique opportunity to share their work with a national television audience on our 

military’s most sacred day.
