Sculptor Emily Bedard said, "It has long been my hope to use my artistic abilities in service of
our country. As a member of this collaboration to honor the veterans of Desert Shield & Desert
Storm with a national memorial, | feel, with great honor, that | am making do on this ambition.
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Through use of sculpture in this design, we create a visceral experience for the visitor, stimulat-
ing a meaningful awareness for this critical American event. For those who served and sacri-
ficed, it is my hope to honor and celebrate them through this momentous work."

In 1991, the United States of America sent a powerful message of international unity and coop-
eration to Saddam Hussein by opposing and ejecting Iraq’s occupying forces and liberating the
peaceful nation of Kuwait. The mission, undertaken by the United States Armed Forces during
Operation Desert Shield and Operation Desert Storm was a remarkable example of American
leadership, values, and sacrifice in the pursuit of freedom.

The Memorial’s design will commemorate the historical significance of Operation Desert Shield
and Operation Desert Storm while honoring the service and the sacrifice of the United States of
America and coalition military personnel who liberated Kuwait from Iraq and defended Saudi
Arabia and the Arabian Peninsula from further invasion.
