In June 2018, a site located in close proximity to the Lincoln Memo-
rial and the Vietnam Veterans Memorial received approval.  

The Memorial’s design will commemorate the historical significance of Operation Desert Shield 
and Operation Desert Storm while honoring the service and the sacrifice of the United States of 
America and Coalition military personnel who liberated Kuwait from Iraq and defended Saudi 
Arabia and the Arabian Peninsula from further invasion.
