Arlington, VA, February 4, 2017 — The VII Corps Desert Storm Veterans Association (DSVA)
recently announced that they will be holding their 26th Anniversary Memaorial Reunion Weekend
in Houston, Texas.

The event will take place over the weekend of February 24- 26, 2017, at DoubleTree by Hilton
Hotel Houston - Greenway Plaza in West Houston. Activities include a general membership
meeting, a memorial service, and a reunion dinner.

The memorial service, which commemorates the 111 soldiers who did not return home from
Desert Shield/Storm, will be held at the University of Houston Chapel. The service speaker will
be Lieutenant General Don Holder, US Army Retired. LTG Holder commanded the 2nd Armored
Cavalry Regiment during Operation Desert Shield/Storm.

The keynote speaker at the reunion dinner will be the Sergeant Major of the Army Daniel A.
Dailey.

The VII Corps DSVA was founded in 1996 by General Fred M. Franks, US Army Retired, and a
group of dedicated wartime veterans. General Franks was the VII Corps commander during
Desert Shield/Storm.

The Association was formed to foster camaraderie between VIl Corps Desert Storm veterans
and to preserve the legacy of Operation Desert Shield/Storm. It also provides charitable
assistance to VII Corps Desert Storm veterans and their immediate family members though a
scholarship fund that has awarded more than $350,000 to date.

Past reunion and memorial events have typically been held in the D.C./Northern Virginia-area.
“My fellow board members and | chose to hold this year’s event in Houston to increase
awareness of our association by being closer to more of our members,” commented General
Franks on the decision to hold this year’s event in Houston.

Past keynote speakers have included former President George H. W. Bush, former Vice
President Dick Cheney, former Secretary of State Colin Powell, and former Chairman of the

Joint Chiefs of Staff Martin Dempsey.
